GUIDELINES AND ELIGIBILITY

The Molly Hurley Memorial Scholarship will be awarded to any student pursuing a career in
cosmetology. ALL and ANY types of students may apply for a Molly Hurley Memorial
Scholarship. The student applicant must also have a permanent address from Lee County
Iowa, Clark County Missouri or Hancock County Illinois.

The Matteson Scholarship is awarded to high school seniors, as well as, continuing education
students pursuing studies in agriculture, construction, health/medical sciences, nursing,
engineering, information technology or trades. Students and working adults must live in the Iowa
Counties of Lee, Des Moines or Henry. The Matteson Scholarship also accepts scholarship
applications from graduates of Wapello Senior High in Louisa County.

The Eric Pardall Memorial Scholarship is awarded to high school seniors, as well as, continuing
education students pursuing studies in agriculture, automotive/diesel construction, health/medical
sciences, nursing, engineering or trades. Graduates from Central Lee, Fort Madison and Holy
Trinity Catholic Schools are eligible to apply. Students must have a GPA of 2.0 to apply.

The student must be as a resident of Lee County, Hancock County or Clark County. Students
must be in the Top 25% of their graduating class at their high school. A Leaders of Southeast
Iowa Foundation Scholarship recipient (s) must attend or be enrolled in an Iowa, Illinois or
Missouri college or university upon high school graduation.

Delbert and Edythe Barnes Memorial Scholarship was established for graduating high school
seniors who have financial need and a strong desire to embark upon a career in the Construction
and Building Trades Industry. Any Lee County, Hancock County, or Clark County high school
senior may apply. The student must attend Southeastern Community College.

The Peggy Dickey Memorial Scholarship was established for graduating seniors from any Keokuk
TIowa High School or home schooled equivalent planning to attend an Iowa College or University.
Students must be in the top 25% of their graduating class and have a financial need.
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
